MY DESERT TIME WITH GOD 
  

 As a child I remember giving up 

chocolates or such sweets for lent. 
As the years wore on and as the Second 
Vatican Council brought in changes to the 
practice of my Faith. 
I wondered why we take on self- imposed 
sacrifices that came uninvited. 
Our task, I believed, in lent or in any sea-
son, was to cope nobly and to find meaning 

in the suffering and losses that inevitably came into our lives. 
But now that I am in my golden years, I realise my childhood training paid off. 
The good nuns that schooled me to live with a traditional Lenten theme- 
     A time with Jesus in the wilderness. 
My desert time was initiated by God and expedited by the institutional church. 
God called me into a uncharted wilderness in 1972 when I was asked to accom-
pany a family whose gay son had died of aids 
The family was a very well respected and very wealthy family who were now in 
their own wilderness. They felt shame and did not mention their son’s gayness 
in anyway. 
They asked that the church say that he died of the flu. 
The desert is the archetypal place of confronting ourselves, a place where we 
analyse our motives, question our behaviour, investigate our future and find 
meaning in any suffering we may have. In the desert there are no roads or 
maps, just the time and space to know God and ourselves in a clearer way. 
Every Lent does end in an Easter, however, whether it comes in 40 days or 40 
or more years. 
But after the desert years I know that I am a better person.
